· Analyze problems and determine root cause.  Report findings to engineering, supervision, and other technicians.  Work to resolve root cause in timely manner

· Plan, organize and prioritize efforts to support production equipment in need of maintenance in accordance to priorities as established by supervision.  Constantly reassess priorities based on changing conditions and modify work actions as needed to accommodate changing priorities.  Assist other technicians as needed to support production in a timely manner.

· Perform operational tests and fault isolation on systems and equipment. 

· Dismantle, adjust, repair, assemble and rebuild equipment, electronic systems, circuitry, and computerized systems according to layout plans, blueprints, operating or repair manuals, rough sketches or drawings. 

· Program and troubleshoot programmable logic controller (PLCs) and
servo controllers.
· Responsible for maintaining current calibration of instruments listed
in the calibration program.
· Maintain electrical records and prints on plant equipment, conformance of plant electrical systems to safety and regulatory requirements
